A. 410 S. Sheridan Ave.
Garage conversion

Johnson read the staff report as provided in the packet. Graydon Manning provided additional information regarding the
application.

Discussion ensued regarding the current use of the garages, parking and potential impacts, the gate in the passageway,
infill of the present garage door openings, modification of the west facade.
